February 15’th, 2023
The regular meeting of the Dayton Town Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Dayton Town Hall. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Council President Hanson opened and conducted the meeting with addition of 2A: Vacating of 1’st Ave East for Mama’s Mountain Hideaway LLC.

Councilor Hanson moved to approve the agenda with addition. Councilor Alley seconded the motion. There were deletions.  All approved, motion passed.
Councilor Hanson moved to approve the February 1’st, 2023, minutes with Councilor Perkins seconding. All approved, motion passed.
Councilor Hanson moved to approve the February 7’th, 2023, Mid-Year Budget work study minutes with Councilor Perkins seconding. All approved, motion passed.

There were no reports.
Councilor Perkins made a motion to approve warrants with Councilor Logan seconding.  All approved, motion passed. A copy of these warrants are made a part of these minutes by this reference. 
Old Business:  None
Announcement and Correspondence:  Mayor Reed informed residence that he was requesting clean up quotes for the property on 313 Broadway and that another court date would be set for further procedures. The mayor signed off on the Water Treatment Plant Improvement-Phase ll Change order that saved the Town $ 18, 384 from the contract price. 
At this time the mayor announced proceeding to regular meeting items until the scheduled time advertised time for the public hearing pertaining to liquor license renewals. Councilor Perkins approved this motion and Councilor Hanson Seconded. The regular meeting started at 7:05pm. 
Jesse Ludikhuize, Emergency Management Coordinator for Sheridan presented a detailed report of his role and the resources available through the emergency management operating plan. On motion by Councilor Alley and seconded by Councilor Hanson the Certification for the Emergency Operating Plan was approved. All in favor, motion passed.  A copy of this Certificate is attached and is made a part of the minutes by this reference.

The mayor adjourned the regular meeting on Motion by Councilor Hanson and seconded by Councilor Perkins at 7:16pm for the Public Hearing Agenda regarding liquor licenses renewals for 2023.
On Motion by Councilor Perkins and seconded by Councilor Hanson liquor licenses were approved for Mountain Inn Bar, Crazy Woman Saloon, Corner Grocery, Gallery on Main and Jackson Hole Winery. All in favor, motion passed. 

The Open Dates & Beer Permits for Crazy Woman Saloon as advertised on agenda were approved on motion by Councilor Perkins and Seconded by Counselor Hanson. All approved, motion passed. 

At this time the regular meeting proceeded.
Councilor Hanson made a motion to approve Banks as Depository Institutions for public funds with Councilor Perkins seconding.  All approved, motion passed. A copy of the pledge letters is attached and made a part of the minutes by this reference.

Councilor Hanson made a motion to approve the vacating request from Mama’s Mountain Hideaway LLC (Chrysti Bluemel) for First Ave. in Original plat between Block 1 and Block 8 with Councilor Perkins seconding.  All approved, motion passed. A copy of this request is attached which is made a part of the minutes by this reference.

Councilor Hanson made a motion to approve the 2’nd Public Hearing Date for rezoning request for Mama’s Mountain Hideaway LLC for March 1’st, 2023 with Councilor Perkins seconding.  All approved, motion passed.

Citizen Communiqué

The council heard concerns about the sidewalks not being cleared from snow in a timely manner. There was also thanks for the town crew for their great efforts and being out early to assure they do the best they can during this exceptional snow season. There was inquiry about the fence on 4’th & Main – the Mayor assured that he would personally stop in and talk to the owners as no one has been responding the letters sent out by the Clerk.
