Council Meeting Minutes

February 16’th, 2022
The meeting of the Dayton Town Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The agenda for the meeting was approved on motion by Councilor Bernard and seconded by Councilor Reed. All in Favor. Motion Passed. 
The minutes of the February 7’th, 2022 meeting were approved on motion by Councilor Bernard and seconded by Councilor Wagner. All in Favor.  Motion passed. 
The minutes of the February 10’th, 2022 Mid-Year Budget Review meeting were approved on motion by Councilor Reed and seconded by Councilor Bernard. All in Favor.  Motion passed.

The regular meeting proceeded covering Agenda items #4 through # 7, until the 7:15 scheduled Public Hearing time.

Town Attorney, Benjamin Keller was introduced and assured the Town that he was glad to work with the team and that he has a good relationship with Mr. Kerns and has gotten all the information needed for the handover.

On motion by Councilor Bernard and seconded by Councilor Wagner A Proclamation was approved whereas the Town of Dayton will observe April 29’th as National Arbor Day. All in favor. Motion passed.

Councilor Bernard want to pursue ordinances for procedures for the property located on 313 Broadway, Charles Vine. Attorney Keller requested councilor Bernard reach out and give him an update on this case to move forward. A copy of these ordinances is attached and made a part of these minutes by this reference.

On motion by Councilor Wagner and Seconded by Councilor Bernard (with explanation of what this money would cover) approval for the TRVJPB $25 000.00 funds request was approved.  After discussion, on motion by Councilor Hanson the motion was tabled until more information is gathered, the matter will be revisited at the March 7’th, 2022 Council meeting. Councilor Bernard seconded this motion. All in favor. Motion passed.

The Public Hearing meeting was called to order at 7:16 pm by Mayor Anderson.

1. On motion by Councilor Reed and seconded by Councilor Hanson, the Liquor License for Crazy Woman Saloon/Jo De Inc was approved for the term of 4/1/2022-3/31/2023. All in favor. Motion passed. 
On motion by Councilor Bernard and seconded by Councilor Wagner, the Liquor License for Gallery on Main / BBAR LLC was approved for the term of 4/1/2022-3/31/2023. All in favor. Motion passed. 

On motion by Councilor Wagner and seconded by Councilor Bernard, the Liquor License for Corner Grocery LLC was approved for the term of 4/1/2022-3/31/2023. All in favor. Motion passed. 

On motion by Councilor Reed and seconded by Councilor Wagner, the Liquor License for Mountain Inn Bar/ D&D Townsend INC was approved for the term of 4/1/2022-3/31/2023. All in favor. Motion passed. 

On motion by Councilor Reed and seconded by Councilor Wagner, the Liquor License for Jackson Hole Winery Satellite LLC was approved for the term of 4/1/2022-3/31/2023. All in favor. Motion passed. 

2. Dave Engels with Engineering Associates gave a detailed presentation on the Dayton Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements. A copy of this presentation is attached and made a part of these minutes by this reference. Mr. Engels informed the council and the public that the purpose of the meeting was to inform the council and public about the Clean water Act State Revolving Fund loan application submitted on February 2’nd, 2022. This meeting is one of the requirements of the State of Wyoming and the Federal Government to receive the loan. 
At this point Mr. Engels turned the meeting over to the public for questions / comments:

Councilor Cliff Reed wanted to know if there would be any future ramifications if the Town wanted to expand with the biosolids relocation/placement of Ranch adjoining the Town?

· No, the Biosolids that are being applied are being tested as well as the soil. The tests are to detect the presence of heavy metals, that what we are applying don’t have metals or anything that will bleed heavy metals. 

Weegie Sheeley inquired about what portion of our Utility Bill is currently allocated for Sewer. And if we must pay the loan back how much would this affect our current monthly bill?

· $ 17.27 is currently allocated to sewer, if the Town must pay back 25% of the loan, that amount would go up to $25.00, a substantial increase.

Keith Reichert wanted to know during phase 1 what the shutdown process would be and where the material would go during this timeframe.

· The contractor must proceed in specific phases, so if one cell is shut down the remaining cells will continue in operation and vice versa. There won’t be a total shutdown or elimination of all lagoons. 

Mr. Reichert also inquired about the UV System at the lagoon. According to the graph shown by Mr. Engels in his presentation showing the amount of E.coli bacteria in the effluent, the town has recently complied with the new requirements.  My thought on that is why do we want to spend so much money on something that is so costly and if the Town can stay away from the chemicals? Mr. Reichert also wanted to know why the aeration cannot be done as part of Phase 1.  Mr. Reichert would hate to see the Town spend unnecessary money, suggesting just completing Phase 1 and seeing if the lagoon could maintain these values and if then, if necessary, move to the disinfect Phase 2?

· If the Town and the Wastewater Plant Operator can guarantee those values would stay the same, then that would be acceptable to just get the work done.  But looking back at the graph, that is hard to guarantee. Dave Engels said he trusts the testing and the results from history. DEQ doesn’t care how these values are achieved if the town could maintain compliance. The problem according to Mr. Engels with doing aeration as part of Phase 1 that it is just not the lines; you need to have the Blowers and the Buildings included with Phase 1. The Town doesn’t have enough money to cover this all in Phase 1. 
Mayor Anderson closed the public hearing after all questions were answered.

3. On motion by Councilor Bernard and seconded by Councilor Hanson, the Construction Bid was awarded to Mountain View Building Inc, in the amount of $ 1,191,050.00 for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements- Phase 1 Project. All in favor. Motion Passed.

A Work Study for the Zoning Ordinance Review/Discussion with the Planning Committee was set for March 2’nd, 2022.
