The agenda for the meeting was approved on motion by Councilor Hanson and seconded by Councilor Wagner. All in Favor.
The minutes of the March 17, 2021 secondary meeting were approved on motion by Councilor Reed and seconded by Councilor Hanson. All in Favor. 
Reports: The Clerk-Treasurer Report, Rescue Report and Update on Joint Powers Board were     acknowledged.
Approve Warrants:
On motion by Councilor Bernard and seconded by Councilor Wagner, the warrants were approved in the amount of $ 13467.45. A copy of these bills is attached and made a part of these minutes by this reference.

Old Business:
Councilor Bernard followed up on requests from Fire Department for the upcoming Workstudy. Councilor Bernard thanked Town Personnel for the Council Tour and stated that he noticed t projects that need to be followed up and completed by Visionary. 
Announcements and Correspondence:
On Motion by Councilor Reed and Seconded by Councilor Bernard the fence on Second Street will be left down and railroad ties will be used to block off the parking area. All in favor. 
1. After an in-depth explanation by Dave Engels a Motion by Councilor Bernard and Seconded by Councilor Wager for Amendment No.1 to Contract for professional services for Dayton Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements Project were approved. All in favor. Motion passed. 
2. On Motion by Councilor Bernard and Seconded by Councilor Wagner, the Foothills Fabrication Proposal was approved in the amount of $ 2500.00 for the Pump Float Extension for the raw water pump.  All in Favor. Motion passed. 
3. On Motion by Councilor Reed and Seconded by Councilor Hanson the DLC Construction extended Warranty in the Amount of $ 1910.00 for the TRVCC Roof was approved. All in Favor. Motion passed. 

4. The Town of Dayton Consumer Confidence Report was recognized and is available on the Town’s Website and at the Town Hall for Residents.

5. On motion by Councilor Hanson and Seconded by Councilor Wagner the Mayors Proclamation/ Child Abuse Awareness and Prevention Month was approved. Councilor Wagner, Bernard, Hanson, and Mayor were in favor. Councilor Reed Opposed. Motion passed by majority vote. 
6. Clerk-Treasurer Hanlé Visser explained the Zoning Ordinance Procedure and per Ordinance Requirements for Code Changes. 
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Citizen Communique´: 
Craig Reichert updated residents on the next Dayton Days Committee meeting which was set for April 18, 2021. At that time, the Committee will come up with a Budget Request that will be presented to Council for the April 21, 2021 meeting. The Committee requested that the town forgo fees charged to Vendors this year. Councilor Reed agreed and wanted to see the charges waved.
Laurie Walters-Clark requested an update on the 2’nd Street Home Occupation Litigation. The Mayor confirmed that the Councils decision after a letter from Attorney Lamb was to not pursue this matter further as no lawyer wanted to represent this case. 
Council Request for Future Agenda: 

Councilor Reed informed the residents that the light pole in front of the Crazy Woman Saloon was being fixed through insurance.
Councilor Bernard mentioned some repairs needed at the dugout at the Baseball field and informed residents that the Hokey/Skating Rink will be taken down.
