Past meeting minutes: Planning committee work study minutes from December 5, 2023, were approved as written on motion by Barb Sellar and 2nd by Rich Kwallek.

Announcements and Correspondence:


Copies of Sonja Caywood's building permit as approved was provided to each member.  

Laurie noted dates of recommendations or approvals are not provided on the current form.  The signatures need to be clear or typed to identify who signed.  Guy and Cliff will date as they sign from now on.

Old Business:
1.  From December 5 work study – discussion of the Board of Adjustments information from Brendon Kerns.

Brendon suggested the planning committee be the board of adjustments and the board of appeals on variances.  If the proponent doesn’t agree, it goes to municipal court.

Brendon further stated the “committee” become a “commission” with authorities.

This is a general discussion and will be further discussed. It would be documented in Title 17.
2.  No fee building permit update:

The intent is to provide a document for the public that would educate residents regarding the importance of locating utilities, etc. before laying concrete or constructing non-building permit-required fences.  Guy will create the document for committee review.  How to get the document to the public is still in question.

3.  Town of Dayton Water Rights Study Update:


Informed committee water rights forms and maps in and surrounding Dayton were provided to Dave Engles on December 2, 2023, for his review.  He will get back to either the Mayor or planning committee Chair Guy Mitchell with a recommendation.

4. Title 17 Update:

Brendon Kerns accepted a position with the hospital and will no longer practice private law.  He has, however, agreed to continue his review of Title 17.

5.  Resolution #408 Discussion:


There is concern regarding the definition of valuation as it isn’t stated in the current resolution.  The definition will be included and a new Resolution will be provided to the Council for approval.

6.  Planning committee secretary discussion:


Laurie agreed to fill in behind Dennis Wagner in July 2023.  As a member of the committee, it is difficult to be a part of the discussion and take notes at the same time.  The committee requests the Mayor hire a secretary for the planning committee.  The planning committee will develop a job description with expectations for the secretary and provide it to the council for approval.

New Business:
1.  Chrysti Bluemel Building permit requests:

Permit 1 – 2 log cabins. No water/sewer buildings. Planned for year-round use.
Since the buildings meet setbacks and all other ordinance requirements; a motion to recommend for approval was made by Barb Sellar and 2nd by Rich Kwallek.  Motion carried

Permit 2 – replacement of the shower house.  The replacement sits on the same footprint as the old shower house.

Since the building meets setbacks and all other ordinance requirements; a motion to recommend for approval was made by Rich Kwallek and 2nd by Joey Shelley.  Motion carried.
