Council Meeting Minutes

June 16’th, 2021
The meeting of the Dayton Town Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The agenda for the meeting was approved on motion by Councilor Hanson and seconded by Councilor Wagner with the addition of approving the mayor as signatory on the ARPS Agreement as 1A and Executive Session ii- personnel. All in Favor.
The minutes of the June 7, 2021, meeting were approved on motion by Councilor Reed and seconded by Councilor Hanson. All in favor, motion passed. 
Approve Warrants:
On motion by Councilor Reed and seconded by Councilor Hanson, the warrants were approved. A copy of these bills is attached and made a part of these minutes by this reference.

Old Business: 

Councilor Bernard requested an Appeal Date for John & Yodi Miles. The mayor confirmed that this will be on the Agenda for the July 6’th, 2021 meeting as an executive session discussion. 
The mayor announced an Engineer will be inspecting the Art Badgett Pool on June 23rd, 2021, for recommendations and estimates to repair and update our facilities. 
Announcements and Correspondence:
1. Erin Kilbride with TRVCC and Bill Bensel gave an informative update on the TRV Pathway project process. Council thanked and complimented Erin on the great job she has been doing for the Valley and valued her feedback and input. Councilor Bernard assured Erin of the Towns contribution of $10 000.00 and added that he appreciates her hard work. 
Gina Donnor and other residents were very excited about this project and Gina told council and Erin that she will be working on raising money for the TRV Pathway. 
1 A.  On motion by Councilor Hanson and seconded by Councilor Reed, the mayor and the clerk treasurer were approved as the authorized signatories on the ARPS Agreement applications.  All in favor. Motion Passed. 

2. Laurie Walters-Clark gave an update on the Volunteer Park Committee and requested the help of Town employees to ensure trees get planted and placed where needed to protect sprinklers etc in park. The Committee consists of: Laurie Walters-Clark, Craig Reichert, Guy Mitchell and Robin Ruff. Councilor Bernard was appointed as the liaison for the committee. The committee was looking into affordable trees for their project and was granted the $1000.00 as per budget for 2020-2021. 

3. The final reading of Ordinance Number 417- 2021-2022 Budget was approved on Motion by Councilor Bernard and Seconded by Councilor Wagner for a Total Appropriation of

 $ 1,979,300.00. All in favor. Motion passed. A copy of the ordinance is attached and made a part of these minutes by this reference.

4. A Work Study for Employee Handbook Update was set for June 23’rd, 2021 at 3:00pm and a Work Study for the Fire & Rescue Discussion was set for June 30’th, 2021 at 3:00pm. 

Citizen Communique´: 
Laurie Walters-Clark, Jeremy Smith and Joey Sheeley voiced concern about the way information was being shared at council meetings and wanted to state that they feel there has been inappropriate discussions that should have been dealt with in executive session. Councilor Bernard voiced his frustration with Council and the Mayor and felt he was disrespected by not being informed about the Fire & Rescue progress. The mayor confirmed that Councilor Bernard has direct interest in Fire and Rescue and should recuse himself from discussions of this matter. Councilor Reed agreed but asked that the information from the lawyer be shared with Councilor Bernard. Councilor Wagner requested that the town lawyer Brendon Kerns be present at the Fire & Rescue Work study to be held on June 30, 2021. 
Council Request for Future Agenda: 

With no further business to come before the Council, the meeting was adjourned at 7: 50p.m on motion by Councilor Hanson and seconded by Councilor Bernard. The council adjourned to executive session, ii-16-4-405 personnel, without returning. All in favor. Motion passed. 
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
