The regular meeting was adjourned at 7: 08p.m on motion by Councilor Bernard and Seconded by Councilor Hanson for Executive Session iii Litigation with returning to the regular meeting. All in favor. Motion Passed. 
The Council meeting was called to order at 7:25 p.m. by Mayor Anderson after return of the Council. At this point the mayor turned the meeting over to Dave Engels with Engineering Associates. 
1. Dave Engels with Engineering Associates gave an in-depth breakdown of recommendations that was being made by Engineering associates in the process of going forward with the WWTP Improvement Project. A copy of this document is attached and made a part of these minutes by this reference. A Motion was made by Councilor Bernard to allow LJS Concrete & Excavating to withdraw their bid, and to reject the three bids received, and to authorize Engineering Associates to prepare a loan application for submittal to SLIB (State Loan and Investment Board.) Councilor Wagner seconded this motion. All in favor. Motion passed. 
2. The winners of the Christmas Light Decorating Contest were acknowledged, Travis & Amy Harnish from 24 Woodrock Rd were this year’s winners.
3. Councilor Bernard made a motion as per Town Ordinance and Planning Committee Recommendations to deny a variance request for Rick Dittrich, 85 Eagle Rock Drive. Councilor Wagner Seconded this motion. All in favor. Motion passed.

4. The second public hearing for the rezoning request by Glenn & Joey Sheeley was approved with amendment on motion by Councilor Bernard and seconded by Councilor Hanson. The second public hearing will be at the Planning Committee meeting February 8’th, 2022. All in favor. Motion passed. 
5. On motion by Councilor Bernard and seconded by Councilor Wagner Rick Bilodeau will remain the department Fire Chief, as elected b members of the Fire and Rescue Department.  Councilor Reed made an amended motion stating that Fire Chief Bilodeau had to pursue his Class 1 Certification for Structure fire as the Town of Dayton can be held liable. This motion died to a lack of a second. Councilor Wagner seconded Councilor Bernard’s motion and councilor Hanson was in favor. Mayor Anderson and Councilor Reed were opposed. Motion passed due to majority vote. 
6. On Motion by Councilor Wagner and seconded by Councilor Hanson the 5% increase on Utilities for 2022 were passed. All in favor. Motion Passed. A resolution will be put in place for the January 19’th,2022 council meeting.
