4. On Motion by Councilor Reed and seconded by Councilor Hanson, Pay Application #3 from Mountain View Building for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvement was approved.   All in favor. Motion passed.

5. The Application filed by Zach Anderson, located 724 Main Street for Rezoning was tabled until the Planning Committee Meeting on July 12’th with the stipulation of Mr. Anderson presenting his WYDOT Access Permit and a Survey of his Lot. 
6. A Budget Work study was set for July 25’th, 2022 at 4:00pm.

Brad Johnston wanted more clarity on what else Council would like to see in order for his building applications on Sawmill Rd to be approved. Mayor Anderson responded by saying this was a unique situation and we needed the correct guidance to ensure we follow procedures.
